Full response, ability to link the piece into a whole. Coherent and pleasant to read. Vocabulary and structures comfortably equal to the task. Expressing and justifying opinions. Confident use of negatives, superlatives although occasional lapses. Present, past and future successfully used on many occasions with different verbs. 

High level of accuracy.



7-8
Respond nearly fully. Shows ability to go beyond a minimal response. Coherent with some lapses. Reasonable attempt to link the piece as a whole. Some attempt to express opinions and justify points of view, to vary sentences using subordinate clauses, adverbs although unlikely to be wholly successful. Present, past and future used often and mostly accurately. 

Generally accurate.



5-6
Majority of information conveyed. Beginning to express opinions. Comprehensible overall with some attempt at linking piece into a whole. Vocabulary and structures adequate to the task. Language appropriate although may show mother-tongue influences which do not impede communication, Style basic, correct syntax when using simple short sentences. Attempt at using adverbs and adjectives with some success and simple linking. Time expressions and 3 different tenses used. 

More than half correct.



3-4
Key information given. Some relevant information given but some repetition. Level of response minimal with no evidence of opinions. Ambiguous and not easy to read. Limited vocabulary and structures, only just adequate to the task. Language basic, some mother-tongue influences and words in non-target language. Short sentences and simple, syntactically more or less correct. Only 2 tenses/time expressions used, often inaccurately. 

Many basic errors but main facts communicated, frequent misspelling, inaccurate genders and incorrect verbs endings.



1-2
Little relevant information conveyed. Much ambiguity, incoherence . Except for isolated items would not be comprehensible to a native speaker. Very limited language. Frequent use of mother-tongue influences or non-target language greatly restrict communication. Basic language. Little understanding of language structures. 

Frequent basic errors and inaccuracies prevent communication. Isolated examples of correct language.
